Not unlike Quebec, the State of Victoria found itself falling behind in infrastructure investment. And not unlike Quebec, the 
ability of the public sector to address the infrastructure gap was limited. Under Premier Bracks’ leadership, record levels 
of investment in public infrastructure have occurred through public-private partnerships (PPP).

Over the last 
five years, Mr. Bracks’ Labour government has invested $8.5 billion on infrastructure, with a further projected investment of
$8.5 billion for the next four years.
